Trophy/Badge courses

OK Nuts Trophy/Badge classes may be entered late while overprinted maps remain but it must be noted that some courses have very few spare maps.  For entry fees and course lengths see overleaf.
Novice Courses 

White, Yellow, Orange, Light Green and Red courses are available for entry on the day.  Entrants will copy courses from master maps.  For entry fees and course lengths see overleaf.
Sport Ident


The competition is using Sport Ident electronic punching.  If you do not have a Sport Ident dibber this can be hired for 75p (failure to return the hired card will incur a charge of £17) from the SI Hire point at Registration.  Clear stations will be positioned by the Start.  It is the responsibility of the competitor to ensure that each SI control unit is activated by the dibber causing a bleep and flashing light.  If the SI control unit does not operate, stamp your map with the back-up pin punch and explain the situation to one of the Download officials. 
Start


The OK Nuts Trophy Start and a separate Novice/Colour Coded Start are adjacent to one another, very close to the south-west corner of the car park.  Both Starts will have a ‘punching’ start.  

For the OK Nuts Trophy 'call up' is at - 3 minutes and start times will be checked.  Please keep to your allocated start times to assist the general organisation of the competition.  Late competitors will be started, at the starter's discretion, as soon as possible.

Entrants for the Novice /Colour Coded courses will not be given start times, just turn up and wait for a start slot when a master map is available.  You will need a red pen and a clear plastic map case.  When your start time is called copy down your course.  Your race time begins after you have copied down the course and used your SI dibber at the Start unit.

Finish

Adjacent to the north-west corner of the car park, with the Download close by.  Failure to download will lead to disqualification.  Maps will not be collected.  Do not show your map to anyone who has not yet run.
Competition Area

This is a military training area and suspicious objects must not be touched or disturbed.  Hankley Common includes areas that have been fenced off for safety reasons (unexploded ordnance) by the military. These fences must not be crossed.  The competition area has a number of general hazards which include trip wires, metal objects and random holes in the ground.
The area is a mixture of open heathland with scattered trees and mixed forest, all being mainly runnable, although the heather is high on some hillsides.  There are some steep slopes and fine contour features.  The area has some unmarked small pits, gullies, seasonal paths and wrecked cars.  The army have left out some marker tapes and there are some newly dug holes.  There are also some newly built hides.

Road crossing

Courses 1-4 cross, at free choice locations, a small access road into the area.  The road crossing will not be manned.  Competitors must take care in crossing this road.
Dangerous deep brick shaft

A dangerous deep brick shaft (marked on the map with a black v), with no permanent protective barrier is located in an area of woodland about 30 metres south of the small access road close to a line, between controls 139 to 121, 120 to 121, 172 to 122 and 133 to 153. (These controls are not on M10, W12, W10, and W12 or the short novice courses).  The shaft is surrounded with continuous Yellow and Black tape.
Whistles  

Competitors are encouraged to carry a whistle, which can then be used in an emergency.  

Courses close at 2.30.  You must report to the Finish  

Course close at 2.30 and all competitors must report to the Finish and download, even if they retire.  Failure to do this may result in a search party being organised.
String Course

A free String course is available close to the north-east edge of the car park.  Open 10.00 -12.30.

ENTRY INFORMATION

1.   Decide which course you want to run.

2.  
Complete the Entry on the day Registration form (issued on entry in to the car park) and take it to the registration building.

3.  
If you need to hire a SI card go to the Hire point at registration before joining the queue for your preferred course.

4.  
Join the queue for your preferred course.  

For Trophy courses a check will be made to see if a pre-marked map will be available.  If a map is available a start time will be given.  The entry fee is then to be paid.  A start slip with the entered course and start time will then be issued.  

For Novice/Colour Coded courses pay the entry fee.  A start slip with the entered course and will then be issued.  No start time will be given, just turn up and wait for a start slot when a master map is available.

5.   Then join the queue for the SI upload point at the computer table.  Give your start slip to the official and dunk your dibber in the unit.  When your details have been confirmed, your start slip will be returned to you, for you to take to the start.

6.  Control descriptions for courses will be available at Registration.  

7.  Take the start slip to the Start to give authorisation for you to have a map. It is also our safety check that you have started.

8.  If event Results are required by post, fill in a DIY envelope at Enquiries and put 30p in the box.
