Directions


At the time of preparing these details the road through Thursley was marked as being closed for 6 weeks, while a traffic calming scheme was being constructed. Receive entry slips from Trophy and Novice courses, competitor places dibber in the SI upload unit, check course with competitor.

Starts.
There are two Starts, with the Trophy and Novice Starts very close to one another.  The starts will have already been laid out.  When the last competitor has started the Check and Start units must be taken to the Download tent.
For the Trophy Start, start boxes are being used representing -3, -2 and -1 minutes from the allocated start time.  The main start will use the electric 'flip over' clock, with this being placed in front of the -1 line.  Start times have been allocated but it is a punching start.  If competitors are late they may be started at a later time at your discretion.
Person 1  will call out start times to bring people into start box -3 and tick off names (from a list of  competitors with allotted start times provided). 

Person 2  will assist person 1 and collect entry slips from 'on the day' competitors. 

Person 3  will monitor box -3 and use the electronic 'dibber safety check' . If it does not operate, the competitor must go back and use the 'clear unit'.  If it still fails issue a spare dibber.  (this should have been provided for you - if not get several from SI Hire at Registration).

Person 4  will monitor box -1, (the start line) and ensure that competitors know the location of the start flag and make sure they punch the SI start box.  

For the Novice Start no start times have been allocated and therefore there is no start clock.  Competitors line up in front of a coloured course marker to wait for a spare master map.  Competitors copy down their course before operating a punching start.  

Person 1  will call people forward to mark up their course when a map is available and collect entry slips.  Write an approximate start time on the entry slip.
Person 2  will use the electronic 'dibber safety check' before competitors mark up their map.  If it does not operate, the competitor must go back and use the 'clear unit'.  If it still fails issue a spare dibber.  (this should have been provided for you - if not get several from SI Hire at Registration).
Person 3  will check the master maps are correctly placed, encourage people to move on when they have copied down their course etc., and explain the system to beginners if they need help.

Person 4  will ensure that competitors know the location of the start flag and make sure competitors punch the SI start box.  

Finish

The finish area will have already been laid out. 

The duty is simply to monitor the finish area and ensure that competitors punch at the finish. 

Any failure, advised by competitors, of the electronic units needs to be noted and reported to the download tent immediately.

Drinks

The water carriers, squash, workmate, table, cups and waste sacks will be provided. 

The drinks containers are to be placed on the workmate (dogs will urinate on inviting low level positions) and cups on the table.

The water carriers need to be filled with water from the tap located on the south-west external corner of the DZ Huts.

A mix of 1 part squash to 5 parts water is recommended.

Several pairs of 2 way radios have been booked and hopefully these will be available on the day.

Helpers should ensure they have adequate warm and waterproof clothing, a whistle, a powerful torch (with new batteries) and food to last a long day.  Also bring a mobile phone, if you have one but as phone coverage is patchy for some service providers there is no guarantee that phones will work.  Several pairs of two-way radios should be available on the day.
